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Message from Mayor Kramer

For the past several months, the governing body has been assessing the advantages of allowing our municipally owned
golf course to be managed by a professional golf course management company. Prior to 2020, the golf course has oper-
ated at a deficit which has been supplemented and supported by your tax dollars. The Covid-19 pandemic created a situa-
tion where golf benefitted from our country’s workforce being shut down resulting in a small profit last year and antici-
pated profit this year as well.

This year our 40-year golf course superintendent and our 27-year golf pro have announced their retirement dates. At the
end of the year our 5-year concession contract comes to an end as does the 4-year golf cart rental contract. Due to the
confluence of these factors, the governing body was prompted to investigate the possibility of having our municipally
owned golf course be managed by a professional golf course management company. If there was ever a time for the management option to
be considered, it is now and it is our duty to investigate this alternative.

Thus far we have reviewed what four management companies have to offer. The reviews consisted of two in-person meetings and two virtu-
al meetings. One company was rather local, one served New Jersey and New York, while two were national companies with interest here in
New Jersey. At our September 6th mayor and council meeting, the clerk was authorized to advertise for “Requests for Proposals” from any
and all golf course management companies. Receipt of proposals will allow us to further investigate and determine if it is in the entire
town’s interest to move forward in this direction.

As always, for up-to-date information you are welcome to attend our mayor and council meetings held the 1st & 3rd Monday of each month
and are an open forum for discussion.
