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ecently, the Borough of Old Tappan received a petition concerning the creation of a

Joint Municipal Consolidation Study Commission. This petition requested that the
question of a Joint Municipal Consolidation Study Commission between the Borough of Old Tap-
pan and the Borough of Harrington Park be placed on the general election ballot in November
2008. A similar petition was filed with the Harrington Park Borough Clerk. The forming of this
commission is a significant component of the recently enacted Municipal Consolidation Act,
N.J.S.A 40:43-66.40, this past April. In fact, the premise of this commission is to study the merging
of the two Boroughs into one. The question, which would be on the ballot in November, states in
no uncertain terms, the following:

“Shall a joint municipal consolidation study commission be formed to study the
feasibility of CONSOLIDATING OLD TAPPAN AND HARRINGTON PARK INTO A
SINGLE NEW MUNICIPALITY, to study the question of the form of government under which such NEW MU-
NICPALITY WOULD BE GOVERNED, to study the feasibility of consolidating the local school districts of the afore-
sald municipalities, and to make recommendations thereon, or, in the alternative, to make recommendations on the con-
solidation of certain municipal services.”

Even though this petition was signed and personally delivered to the Borough Hall by an Old Tappan resident, John
Shahdanian, 11, many residents have advised me that they were approached by petitioners wearing County identification tags out-
side of Bi-State Plaza and at their homes. They were informed that the County was just establishing a list of people who were aware
of shared services and thought that sharing services was a good idea. They were not told that the petition would begin a process of
potentially merging Old Tappan and Harrington Park. Numerous residents have called my office complaining about the manner in
which the petition was presented to them, and that, had they known what was really being sought, they never would have signed fit.
In fact, a few residents whose names were on the petition claim they never signed it.

The petition itself did not clearly explain its purpose. It stated as follows: “We, the undersigned hereby petition the New
Jersey State Department of Community Affairs for the formation of a joint municipal consolidation study commission for the Bor-
ough of Old Tappan and the Borough of Harrington Park. Property taxes in the Borough of Old Tappan are consistently rising and
the individual taxpayer is feeling serious financial hardship. We believe municipal efficiency in our borough can be improved by
sharing services, and therefore sharing the cost of the services. This can result in significant tax relief for both municipalities. We
hereby endorse and encourage the opportunity to conduct such a feasibility study by signing the aforementioned petition.”

As you can see from the above statutorily required language for the ballot question, the petition didn’t fairly inform people
as to its true purpose. In fact, some residents were not even given the opportunity to read this petition statement due to the fact
that the small print on some of the petition pages was obscured by the clip on the clipboard holding the pages. Make no mistake
that the principal reason for this commission is to ELIMINATE HOME RULE AND HAVE NO BORDERS. Itis beyond
belief that those circulating this petition were advocating the elimination of our history, heritage, and culture without even properly
explaining the real goal of the petition.

The Borough is bound by law to present this petition to the County and place the issue on the Ballot once a sufficient
number of signatures are obtained. This is a very serious issue that should have been presented fairly to the people. If the voters of
Old Tappan, after proper notice, decide that a study commission is warranted to look into merging the two towns, then the process
should move forward. In my opinion, a yes vote would be the first step towards destroying Old Tappan as we know it today. The
choice then will be yours.

The Borough of Old Tappan has entered into, and will continue to enter into, prudent shared services agreements with
neighboring towns. We are always looking for ways to minimize the tax burdens on our residents in a manner that makes sense for
Old Tappan, and we will continue to do so.

In the final analysis, let it be known that I am firmly against the concept of consolidating Old Tappan into another bor-
ough, and that I am firmly against erasing our history, heritage, culture and pride and what it means to say that I live in Old Tappan.
Sadly, John Shahdanian, Il, seems firmly aligned towards destroying everything that we have come to love, admire and respect
about Old Tappan, all for satisfying his insatiable political appetite. When you see this questions on the ballot come November, you
know where | stand.

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What is COAH

and how does it affect me?...

Lately you may be seeing quite a bit of cover-
age in our local papers outlining the COAH regula-
tions recently revised by the State of New Jersey , and
signed by Governor Corzine.

COAH stands for (NJ) COUNCIL ON AF-
FORDABLE HOUSING, and administers and oversees
the regulation of low and moderate income affordable
housing for each municipality in New Jersey. New
rule changes of the most recent “round” adopted by
COAH in June, combined with legislation signed by
Governor Corzine on July 17 have substantially in-
creased the burden on municipalities, including those
like Old Tappan that have worked diligently to ad-
dress this issue. Statewide, over 170 municipalities
and in our immediate area, 23 Bergen County towns
have joined the legal appeal, and our own Mayor and
Council have just approved Old Tappan’s participa-
tion in the case.

Nicola Lepore.....

As the Borough Fire Marshal one of my functions is to
4 inspect homes that are being sold for smoke detectors
and carbon monoxide detectors.

I am amazed to find just how many residents still have a
less than serious attitude toward smoke detectors.

Recent statistics have shown an alarming rise in fatalities in residential
dwelling fires due to missing or non functioning smoke detectors. Early
warning of a fire or smoke in your home is your only insurance to a quick
and safe escape in the event of a fire and that is the function of your
smoke detectors.

Please take the time to check your detectors and be sure they are operating.
Smoke detectors that are older than ten years old should most likely be
replaced.

If you have “low voltage system” which are the type that are part of your
home security system, remember that UL 217 requires they be service
yearly by a reputable alarm contractor.

If you have a smoke detector that continues to false trip consider the loca-
tion it is in perhaps it is to close to a room or duct that could be causing it
to malfunction. Please feel free to call my office should you need assistance
in proper location for your detectors.

Remember to change the batteries in your detectors when you change you
clocks this fall.

INFLUENZA VACCINATION PROGRAM

The Old Tappan Board of Health has already begun preparations for
the 2008 Influenza Vaccine program to be held in October. As with
every year, the Old Tappan Board of Health strives to bring you the
best care possible. The influenza vaccine has already been ordered.

As in past years, it will be necessary for those receiving Medicare Part
B to bring their Medicare Part B card to the Influenza Vaccine pro-
gram in order to receive the influenza vaccine. The Old Tappan
Health Department, through their contract with Northwest Bergen
Regional Health Commission, will directly bill Medicare. A $25.00 fee
will be charged to those who do not have Medicare Part B. If you
have an HMO you may choose to go to your primary care provider or
you can pay $25.00 for a flu vaccination. Medicare HMO’s will not be
accepted at the flu program.

This reminder is to help the Influenza Vaccination program run as
efficiently as it did in 2007. Although the exact date for the program
